The Peralta Community College District Board of Trustees holds its last meeting of the
academic year tonight at seven in the boardroom at 333 E. Eighth St.

Trustees will consider seven different administrative appointments and $88K in increases to
legal consulting contracts. The bump in legal deals will swell the district’s 2015-16 tab for
outsourced lawyers to S400K.

The board will also consider tentative agreements the district reached with both SEIU and
Local 39. PFT, Peralta’s largest bargaining unit, remains engaged in talks, with the next
negotiating session set for May 12.
